IS YOUR BOAT EQUIPPED FOR SAFETY?

Continued from March Safety Article

2. Fire Extinguishers. Virtually every boat in our Club is required to
carry one or more Coast Guard approved fire extinguishers (i.e., any boat
with permanently installed fuel tanks). There are two approved classes of
hand held units, B-I and B-II, with B-I being the smaller. Type B units,
designed to extinguish flammable liquids such as gasoline, oil and grease,
may be of any of the following types:

A foam extinguisher which produces a chemical foam which
smothers fires. Because this type leaves a residue difficult to clean up, it
is rarely used.

Carbon dioxide extinguishers have the advantage of leaving no
messy residue. They are bulky, consisting of a cylinders with a discharge
valve at the end of a short hose.

Dry chemical extinguishers are the most widely used because of
their convenience and low cost.

Halon has been used in fixed systems in engine compartments
and in some portable units. Its use is being discontinued, however, because
it endangers the atmosphere.

Boats less than 26 feet must carry a minimum of one B-I unless they have
a fixed system. Boats of 26-39 feet with no fixed system must carry two
B-Is or one B-II; with a fixed system, one B-1. Boats of 40-65 feet with-
out a fixed system must carry a minimum of three B-Is or one B-II and
one B-I; with a fixed system, two B-Is or one B-IL.

Extinguishers should be checked every 6-12 months to be sure they are
still in operating condition.

More details on safety equipment next month.
