IS YOUR BOAT EQUIPPED FOR SAFETY?

A boat can never have too much safety equipment. The survival of
the vessel and its passengers may depend on it in an emergency.
Federal law requires certain items. More are necessary to pass a
Courtesy Marine Examination and obtain a CME decal to display
on your boat. Finally, there are many more optional items that
will constitute a substantial addition to the safety of your craft.

A list of items in the foregoing categories, with explanations where
appropriate, is too long for a single article, so I will supplement the
limited outline here will the details in subsequent issues of the
LUBBERS LINES.

Federally Required Equipment

1. U.S. Coast Guard approved Life Preservers (formerly called
Personal Flotation Devices (PFDs). Boats over 16 feet in length
must carry at least one Type L, I1, III or V Life Preserver for each
person aboard, plus one type IV. Descriptions in next issue.

2. U.S. Coast Guard approved Fire Extinguishers. Number and
class (B-I or B-II) depend on size and configuration of the boat.

3. U.S. Coast Guard approved Pyrotechnic Visual Distress Signals
or non-pyrotechnic devices certified as complying with Coast
Guard requirements. Pyrotechnic devices must not be outdated.

4. Navigation lights.

5. A sound producing device such as a whistle or horn plus, in ves-
sels of 12 meters or more, a bell.

6. In the case of vessels of 12 meters or more, a copy of the Navi-
gation Rules.

7. A Ship Station License for vessels equipped with a single side-
band radio. Licenses are no longer required for VHF radios, ra-
dar or an EPIRB except when cruising in foreign waters.

8. Various anti-pollution devices and posted anti-pollution signs,
depending on boat size and equipment.

9. Properly maintained ventilation systems on gasoline powered
craft (normally manufacturer installed).

10. U.S. Coast Guard approved backfire flame control on inboard
or I/0 engines.

Equipment required for a CME decal

11. Anchor and line suitable for the craft.

12. A means of bailing.

Various other requirements directly related to safety exist but are
not precisely “equipment”, and for that reason are not listed
above. A detailed discussion of the foregoing items will be in-
cluded in following issues of the LUBBERS LINES, along with
suggestions for additional types of safety equipment.
