IS YOUR BOAT EQUIPPED FOR SAFETY?

In the last issue I outlined some safety equipment required by Federal law
and additional items needed to qualify for the CME decal. As promised, this
article will expand on that outline.

FEDERALLY REQUIRED EQUIPMENT

1. Life Preservers. Boats 16 feet and over in length must carry at least one
Coast Guard approved Type L II, III. IV or V Life Preserver for each person
aboard plus one Type V:

Type I or Offshore Life Preserver is the most buoyant. It is designed
to turn an unconscious wearer from a face downward position in the water
to a vertical or slightly backward position. It has at least 20 pounds of buoy-
ancy, and therefore is quite bulky.

Type 1I or Near-Shore Buoyant Vest is intended for use in waters
where there is a good chance of prompt rescue. It is designed to turn some
unconscious wearers face up. They have at least 15 1/2 pounds of buoyancy
and are more convenient to wear than the Type 1. This is the type most of us
carry.

Type III or Flotation Aid has the same minimum buoyancy as a Type
II and is much more convenient to wear, but it will not turn a wearer face
up. For that reason, it will not protect an unconscious person and therefore
does not confer the same degree of safety as a Type I or 1. In fact, it may
not keep the wearer’s face clear in rough waters.

Type 1V is a throwable ring buoy, horseshoe buoy or buoyant cush-
ion to be used as a temporary device, particularly in the case of man-
overboard. It must have at least 16 pounds of buoyancy.

Type V or Special Use Device is intended for specific activities and
may be counted only if used in accordance with the condition on the label.
A Type V Hybrid may be counted only if worn when underway.

The Coast Guard has approved inflatable life jackets, BUT ONLY IF THEY
ARE MANUALLY INFLATABLE. Although these are quite expensive,
they are extremely comfortable to wear, and thus may very well be worn at
all times on the water, whereas many boaters are reluctant to wear the cum-
bersome jackets of the above types except in the case of an emergency.

All wearable Life Preservers must be readily accessible and Type IV
(throwable devices), immediately available.
