IS YOUR BOAT EQUIPPED FOR SAFETY? 
 
Continuing the discussion of: FEDERALLY REQUIRED EQUIPMENT 
 
6.  Navigation Rules.  The United States Coast Guard publishes a 211 page 
booklet entitled “NAVIGATION RULES International and Inland” which 
may be obtained from the Superintendent of Documents, U.S. Printing Office, 
Washington, D.C., 20402, telephone number 1-202-783-3238.  These rules, 
called COLREGS or Regulations for Preventing Collisions at Sea, are the 
basis for many of the items I have discussed previously in this series of arti-
cles.  Every mariner should be acquainted with the COLREGS and should 
possess a copy of the booklet.  IN FACT, A COPY IS REQUIRED TO BE 
CARRIED ABOARD ALL VESSELS OF 12 METERS OR GREATER IN 
LENGTH. 
 
7.  Ship Station License.  If you have aboard a single sideband radio, radar or 
an EPIRB, you must also have aboard a Ship Station License granted by the 
Federal Communications Commission.  The form for obtaining such a license 
usually accompanies the acquisition of such items.  Every vessel operating in 
our waters should at a minimum have aboard at least one VHF radio, which 
now require no FCC license. I always carry a handheld in addition to the one 
permanently installed.  I regard redundancy as essential in this area. 
 
8.  Anti Pollution Devices.  Because such items are only indirectly related to 
safety, I’ll not discuss them here. 
 
9.  Ventilation Systems.  Those required on gasoline powered craft are nor-
mally installed by the manufacturer and must be properly maintained. 
 
10.  Backfire Flame Control.  Again, these should be installed by the manufac-
turer on all inboard and I/O engines. 
 
In the next issue I shall review some of the equipment required for the Coast 
Guard Auxiliary CME decal and other desirable but not required safety equip-
ment.
